 Diversion Sports Volleyball Rules
General Rules 
• Minimum of 3 games guaranteed. 

• Rally scoring will be used. Points per game will vary depending on pool size and time allowed.

• Teams will be placed randomly in pools

• Tournament format is pool play followed by a single elimination tournament. 

• Minimum top 2 teams in pool play advance to the single elimination tournament.

• No tie-breaker games played. If 2 teams tied; then the tie breaker will be broken by the winner          of the head to head game. If more than 2 teams are tied then the tie breaker will be broken by total points in pool play.

• Teams not playing will be asked to ref a designated game in their own pool
• The winner of a coin flip will choose the right to serve or receive, or the side of court. Loser of toss selects the remaining choice
• After hitting a ball, a player may not touch any part of the net  

• During each game, each team is allowed 1 timeout of 30 seconds.

• A violation occurs only if a player goes under the net and interferes with the play.  Please stay on your side as you can hurt the player on the other side of the net.

• A served ball may contact the net. 

• A serve may not be blocked or attacked.

• When no antennae are used, the ball must cross between the two poles of the net system.

•Spikes are not allowed.

• A “touch” on a block does not count as a hit and you still have 3 hits to get the ball over the net

• Subs must be registered players on the team’s official roster submitted prior to the team’s first game. No roster changes are allowed after a team has started its first game.


• A hard-driven ball may be double hit by a player as long as it is not a lift

• Bring your own volleyball. 

• Poor conduct, such as repeated arguing of calls, foul language, verbal abuse, or physical abuse will not be tolerated and will result in ejection from tournament.

• Tournament director has final word on all rules and disputes. Director also may move teams into a different match, if deemed necessary to improve or speed up the tournament.
• No coolers allowed on or near volleyball courts as drinks and food will be available for purchase

4’s Rules
· Any Combination Of Men and Women
• NO HAND SETS OVER THE NET ALLOWED!  

(Even if you are square with the net it is illegal to set the ball over the net period)
•OPEN-HAND TIPS OR DINKS ARE NOT ALLOWED!

• Players cannot receive a serve with open hands that involves finger action.

• Players do not have to “rotate” positions on the court, but they must rotate the server.
6’s Rules

• Players must rotate positions and servers.

• It is legal to receive a serve in a setting action, provided the action is not considered a lift or held ball.

• Open-hand tips, dinks, etc. are allowed. 

• “Back row attacks” will not be allowed 

• Players may be subbed into game in a rotational method to the middle back position

(men rotate for men women for women ways)
